Report on the audit of financial statements 

Opinion  

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Digiglobe Advertising Private Limited 
(“the Company”), which comprise the Balance sheet as at March 31, 2022, the Statement of Profit 
and Loss, the Cash Flow Statement for the year then ended, and Notes to the Financial 
Statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory 
information. 

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the 
aforesaid financial statements give the information required by the Companies Act, 2013 as 
amended (the ‘Act’) in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the 
accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March 
31, 2022 and its loss and cash flows for the year ended on that date. 

Basis of Opinion 

We conducted our audit of the financial statements in accordance with the Standards on 
Auditing (SAs) specified under section 143(10) of the Act. Our responsibilities under those 
Standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial 
Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the Code 
of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with the ethical 
requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements under the provisions of 
the Act and the Rules thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in 
accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we 
have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion on the financial 
statements. 

Information Other than the Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report Thereon 

The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the other information. The other 
information comprises the information included in the annual report, but does not include the 
financial statements and our auditors’ report thereon.  

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not 
express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.  

In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other 
information and, in doing so, consider whether such other information is materially inconsistent 
with the financial statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit, or otherwise appears to be 
materially misstated. The annual report is not made available to us as at the date of this auditor's 
report. We have nothing to report in this regard. 



Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements 

The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the matters stated in section 134(5) of the Act 
with respect to the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair view of the 
financial position, financial performance, and cash flows of the Company in accordance with the 
accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the companies (Accounting Standards) 
Rules, 2006 (as amended) specified under section 133 of the Act, read with the Companies (Accounts) 
Rules, 2014. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in 
accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Company and for 
preventing and detecting frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate 
accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and design, 
implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were operating 
effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the 
preparation and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free 
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Company’s ability 
to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern, and using 
the going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the Company 
or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

 Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances. Under section 143(3)(i) of the Act, we
are also responsible for expressing our opinion on whether the company has adequate internal
financial controls system in place and the operating effectiveness of such controls.

 Conclude on the appropriateness of management’s use of the going concern basis of
accounting and, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty exists
related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the Company’s ability to
continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we are required
to draw attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosures in the financial statements
or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on
the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor’s report. However, future events or
conditions may cause the Company to cease to continue as a going concern.

 Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, including
the disclosures, and whether the financial statements represent the underlying transactions
and events in a manner that achieves fair presentation.

 We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters the
planned scope and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant
deficiencies in internal control that we identify during our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with 
relevant ethical requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them all 
relationships and other matters that may reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and 
where applicable, related safeguards.

(f) Since the Company’s turnover as per last audited financial statements is less than ₹ 50 
Crores and its borrowings from banks and financial institutions at any time during the year 
is less than ₹ 25 Crores, the Company is exempted from getting an audit opinion with 
respect to the adequacy of the internal financial controls over financial reporting of the 
company and the operating effectiveness of such controls vide notification dated June 13, 
2017;



(g) The provisions of section 197 read with Schedule V of the Act are not applicable to the 
Company for the year ended March 31, 2022;

(h) With respect to the other matters to be included in the Auditor’s Report in accordance with 
Rule 11 of the Companies (Audit and Auditors) Rules, 2014, as amended, in our opinion and 
to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us:

i. The Company does not have any pending litigations which would impact its financial 
position;

1 Corporate information

DIGIGLOBE ADVERTISING PRIVATE LIMITED   is a private company domiciled in India and 
incorporated under The Companies Act, 2013. This is the second year of operation of company. The 
company is engaged in the business of trading and investments .

2 Significant accounting policies 
2.1 Basis of accounting and preparation of financial statements

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles in India (Indian GAAP) to comply with the Accounting Standards notified under the
Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 (as amended) and the relevant provisions of the
Companies Act, 1956. The financial statements have been prepared on accrual basis under the historical
cost convention. This is the first year of business of the company. 

2.2 Depreciation and amortisation

Depreciation has been provided on the WDV method as per the rates prescribed in Schedule XIV to the
Companies Act, 1956 

2.3 Revenue recognition

The Company follows accrual method of accounting for all significant items of expenses and income.

2.4 Tangible fixed assets

Fixed assets are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any. The cost of
fixed assets includes interest on borrowings attributable to acquisition of qualifying fixed assets up to the
date the asset is ready for its intended use and other incidental expenses incurred up to that date. 

2.5 Foreign currency transactions and translations
Foreign currency translation in respect of revenue items are stated at actual rates transacted and in
respect of balance sheet items converted at relevant rates as at the end of the accounting year 
followed.

2.6 Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share is computed by dividing the profit / (loss) after tax (including the post tax effect of
extraordinary items, if any) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year.
Diluted earnings per share is computed by dividing the profit / (loss) after tax (including the post tax effect
of extraordinary items, if any) as adjusted for dividend, interest and other charges to expense or income
relating to the dilutive potential equity shares, by the weighted average number of equity shares
considered for deriving basic earnings per share.

2.7 Taxes on income

a) In the current Period, no provision for Income Tax is made.

b) The accumulated net deferred tax assets arising on account
of timing differences for the current year has been debited to the profit and loss account.

c) The break-up of net deferred tax asset on account of timing difference as at 31st March, 2022 is shown 
in note 13.3

2.8 Provisions and contingencies

Provisions (excluding retirement benefits) are not discounted to their present value and are determined 
based on the best estimate required to settle the obligation at the Balance Sheet date. These are 
reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates. Contingent 
liabilities are disclosed on the basis of information available with the Company.

2.9 Insurance claims

Insurance Claims are accounted for on the basis of actual loss assessed, as and when finally settled and
received.

2.10 Balances with third parties

Balances of Sundry Debtors, Creditors, Loans, Deposits, Advances are subject to confirmation  
reconciliation and adjustments, if any.
        

2.11 The Revised Schedule VI has become effective from 1 April, 2011 for the preparation of financial 
statements.  This has significantly impacted the disclosure and presentation made in the financial 
statements.  Previous year's figures have been regrouped / reclassified wherever necessary to 
correspond with the current year's classification / disclosure.
